Please note: To assist Bunnings with the large number of requests we receive, if we have not received your Confirmation form 4 weeks prior, your scheduled date will be cancelled and issued to another community group.

Bunnings’ trading hours on the weekend and public holidays are 8.00am-6.00pm you are welcome to set up during those hours; we ask that your Sausage Sizzle is operational between 9.00am – 4.00pm as a minimum, throughout the prime selling period.

This is an opportunity for your organisation to generate substantial fundraising therefore it is important that you order and bring adequate supplies to maximize this opportunity.

If your group sells out of sausages/bread prior to 4pm on the day, you will be required to purchase more products, continuing the Sausage Sizzle offer to customers until 4pm.

· 100-150 cans or bottles of water

Please ensure the following conditions are adhered to:

	Only sausages, onion, sliced bread and condiments are to be sold at the sausage sizzle.  Drinks can also be sold. 

	

	Pricing – the maximum sell price for the Sausage Sizzle is $2.50, Soft drink cans $1.50  This is not to be changed without prior notification,

	

	Bunnings supplied signage only is to be used – please do not tape/hang additional signs or posters to the BBQ unit.

	

	The Bunnings supplied BBQ and Bunnings supplied gazebo are to be used at all times. Council regulations for temporary food stallholders permit indicate that three side walls of the canopy must be covered at all times – these are supplied with the gazebo.

	

	Community groups are to report to the manager on duty on arrival and departure. Any incidents must be reported to the manager on duty.

	

	The food permit issued by your Council (if appropriate) must be available at all times whilst conducting sausage sizzle, and produced on request.

	

	The Sausage Sizzle Operating procedures (Copies attached & located on the BBQ unit) are to be followed at all times.

	

	Please keep the main building fire door clear at all times if it is located adjacent to the BBQ area (minimum 3 meter egress). Please do not park or use the disabled car parks located close to front of the store.

	

	All rubbish must be taken with you and not placed into any Bunnings bins. The area is to be left clean and clear of all cooking debris.

	

	Community group is to notify Bunnings of total funds raised on the day.

	

	Any additional raffles or fundraising activity is permitted, provided they directly support your community group.

Operating Procedure

1. For Safety of all involved, no persons under the age of 15 are permitted to operate any equipment. It is recommended that between 3 and 5 people work in the BBQ area.

1. All persons working on the BBQ and handling food must wear food handling gloves.

1. Enclosed shoes must be worn by all people working the BBQ;

1. Hair must be neat and tidy (long hair tied back or wear a hair net);

1. Every person involved must wear a shirt (no singlets);

1. All food products either raw or cooked should not be handled with bare hands. Separate equipment should be used for cooked and raw products.

1. When assembling  a sausage it should be,  bread , onion  then sausage., this contains the onion under the  sausage so there is less spillage. it is  safety concern , as onions on the floor pose a trip hazard.

1. Cold food should be kept below 5 degrees, hot food kept above 60 degrees.

1. Tables and preparation areas must be kept clean and sanitized at all times and regularly wiped down. 

1. Bread, onions and meat should only be removed from packaging when cooking and only in the amounts required at that time.

1. No raw product should be kept uncovered or out of coolers prior to cooking.

1. Money should be handled by people not cooking or handling the food product.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION – PLEASE READ
It is your group’s responsibility to make sure that the bbq is left in a clean and hygienic state. Please be mindful of other users.
The bbq should be ready for the next group that uses it to cook on straight away. The floor should be clean and free of any food scraps.
If bbq is found not to be left clean and ready for use, unfortunately your group may not be invited back to participate in the fundraising bbq again
